I also loved gardening: planting
flowers, digging in the ground, care for trees, prune shrubs and never
thought of becoming a gardener. I had no dream as such, but was very
inquisitive, curious, was asking many questions and did not dream
of becoming someone. At the age of fifteen, when my father passed
away, I decided that I should start helping people like my dad, who
suddenly died of aheart attack, and I decided to become a doctor.

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to study at the medical college, where I was preparing for admission
to the medical university.

What memories do you have about your school?

I'had changed schools quite often, studied in four of them, until I found
the one that took me as their own, where I found my true friends and
knowledge that interested me. Teachers who were able to instil the
love of anatomy, biology, chemistry and physics through everyday
examples. And only this fourth school remained in my memories, this
is where I began to show my talents, took part in school competitions,
was organising events - these were very fruitful and very warm times.

How did your journey start in development?

The path to development was unconscious, I did not think that I will
end up in thebuilding industry, it was a hobby. As I mentioned earlier,
I loved helping my grandfather and father as a child: build a barn,
renovate and paint the roof, build a chicken coop, or when neighbours
did some kind of construction, I always joined the workers and helped
them in some way. This love of construction led to the fact that already
at the age of 14 I could independently start building a private house,
and that is how it all began. That is and it was all a hobby up to the
moment when I realised that my interest was well combined with
the market opportunities and high demand, and that [ was good at
it. This all led to the fact that we decided to establish a company that
will be engaged in development.

Do you have any favourite projects?

Each project is my favourite. Basically, they are favourites during
the construction phase. Any project that we implemented was
our favourite, and it became such since the inception of the idea.
Inspiration, visualization, implementation - and even after
construction, the project remains close to us. For example, today
I'm focused on the Do'stlar project, perhaps that’s why I love it a bit
more, because today's projects are closer to ideal, and for example,
our next project, absolutely grandiose and thrilling, is Tashkent-City.
This project is of a different scale, of a different category, and here
the attribute “inspiring” is more appropriate.

The next question is about Cambridge Residence. Why
was such an interesting name Cambridge Residence cho-
sen for the residential complex?

The original name of this complex was Sofia Park. This project is
different in that after we have already built several complexes, we
realized that people need not only the quality of good housing, people
need to improve their lifestyle. They want to change their lifestyle in
order to experience more positive emotions, more comfort. People
want to use time more efficiently, not to spend it moving from places
to meet their needs: bring children far to the school, go in for sports
or make purchases. All these amenities can be concentrated in one
place - the concept of "city within a city". We originally called it
Sofia Park: Park - because there is a lot of space for walking, a lot of
planted greenery and trees, Sofia- because it is located on Sophiyskaya
Street. But during the construction phase, we became acquainted

Iam inspired by a quote I heard from the Prime Minister of Thailand 15
years ago. He was asked about his understanding of success. There are
so many different interpretations of this word, but it is his statement
that is very close to my understanding: “Success is the ability to
combine the most modern skills with traditional values, traditional
views, it is very important to always be the person who was brought
up and who lives in a certain society, but at the same time, who is
striving to learn new, the most relevant and modern knowledge”.
We must not forget our origin and our destiny. We can’t only lead in
the direction of the new, but in the same way, we can’t remain in our
“old” place, completely unaware of relevance and self-development.
It is the combination of local traditions and local peculiarities with
the modern skills - that is the key to a truly great success.

During 2010, the
number of births within the UK totaled
797,000, the highest number recorded
since 1991. This means that 3.1 million
people were added to the population
between 2001 and 2010. In general, as
we can see by looking at the population
pyramid of the UK, the number of
females and males from 0-59 years
are almost the same, but it increases a
little at 30-49 years. As the population
pyramid goes up to the age of retiring
people, more females are present. This
I shows that females live longer and have
Lo alonger life expectancy. Many men died
during WW2 and this can be seen on the
graph. The life expectancy however of
peopleliving in the UK and shows it is a developed country, with
clean water and good medicine available for both young people
and the older generation.

The population of pyramid of
Bangladesh however is very different.
Through the 1960’s and 1970’s the birth
rate in Bangladesh was among the
highest in the world but that started to
slow down considerably in the 1980’s.

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If you're not familiar with the word ‘organic’ or ‘inorganic’ then it is

very simple. The term ‘organic’ usually is applied to compounds inside
living things and is determined by the presence of carbon inside.
In those compounds, one or more atoms of carbon are covalently
bonded to other elements such as hydrogen, oxygen or nitrogen. As
carbon is found in pretty much each and every living thing on the
planet - it is in your body (e.g. proteins), your food (e.g. carbohydrates
and sugars), your cellular devices (e.g. phones) and even your DNA
(e.g. nucleic acid). And of course CO2 fills a major part of the Earth’s
troposphere.(0,04 percent), and Carbon dioxide levels, nowadays
reach their highest point, 405.0 ppm (parts per million) average. So,
basically , with that being said the sentence ‘carbon is everywhere’
doesn’t sound that weird anymore, does it?

But, if there is so much of it, what influence does it have on our lives

and our environment? As sad as it is carbon is most commonly known
for it’s harm. You may have heard people saying it is the cause of
Global Warming. It is true, that the amount of carbon dioxide in the
air affects Earth’s current climate change, but how exactly?

While carbon and carbon dioxide are a huge part of the balance of
life - they are also the biggest threat. Simply said - our life is possible,
because of the thin layer of gases, which protects the planet from the
cold of the outer space. And when the light from the sun reaches us,
it goes through the atmospheric layer first, delivering heat energy
to the Earth. Most of this energy is reflected back to space, but some
of it gets trapped in our atmosphere. Carbon, unfortunately keeps
the heat very good and makes our planet slowly get wormer every
day. And with the recent population increase, the amounts of CO2
had been statically raising too. So much so, that all the plants and

oceans on the planet aren’t capable of observing it anymore. This is
what scientists call ‘The Greenhouse Effect’.

So far, climate change is not the only of our concerns. Carbon
Monoxide, CO. Even though it’s not that common to hear about this
element, it is no less of a threat to many people. This chemical is found
in things such as charcoal grills, fuel-burning lanterns, generators,
heaters and etc. So, pretty much seen in every house. Those items
may be incredibly dangerous to have, due to the possibility of leak
and following Carbon Monoxide poisoning. When inhaling CO, it
removes oxygen from your body and it’s most sensitive parts. (brain,
heart, organs, etc.) The scary thing about this gas, is that it is almost
undetectable for a human’s eye. It is colourless and odourless, but
the consequences may be lethal. Main effects of CO poisoning are
headache, dizziness, vomiting and nausea. If you breathe in enough
of it, the risks of heart diseases increase as well. Annually, thousands
of people are reported to their local hospitals poisoned by Carbon
Monoxide.

Although, carbon is a big threat to us, it might as well be the hope
of our future. Or how scientists describe it “The Chemical That
Soon Will Take Over the World”. The chemical I'm talking about is
Graphene. This is another form, in which carbon can exist. But what
makes it so promising? Graphene's atoms are placed in a hexagonal
arrangement. Interestingly, when graphene is isolated from graphite
it takes on some almost ‘magical’ properties. It is a really thin, the first
two-dimensional material ever discovered. Despite this, graphene is
also one of the strongest materials in the universe. So it would be very
effective to use and manufacture, as it is also known to be “The Most
Famous Molecule In The Tech Industry:. It is strong and flexible. Even
though it's been on the market for not as long, it is already making an
impact. Graphene is used in smartphones, batteries, virtual reality,
sports equipment, supercars, nano-electronics, contactless cards ...
and that's just the beginning. But the only problem with it is that it is
extremely hard to extract, especially in big amounts. It’s been over
half a century that scientists and manufacturers are struggling to
harness the power of such strong material. But, the progress isn't
stopping there and future perspectives are really revolutionary.

Inaddition, the students have visited the five-storey Science Museum
divided into various galleries.

At least they have the language in common, and I guess the love for
siestas (naps) or work ethics, probably.

THE NEW SUBJECT OF GLOBAL PERSPECTIVES
WAS LAUNCHED AT CIS SAINT PETERSBURG
IN SEPTEMBER OF LAST YEAR. AS | ATTENDED

SPECIFICALLY FOR GP AT LOWER SECONDARY,
IT WAS INITIALLY DELIVERED ONLY TO YEAR
7-9, AND GRADUALLY PHASED INTO PRIMARY
TEACHING BY JANUARY.

Global Perspectives was introduced to enhance
students’ existing skills of being reflective, innovative,
confident, engaged and responsible - the five qualities
all students following the Cambridge curriculum aim
to be. With GP, further skills are concentrated upon,
namely research, analysis, communication, evaluation
and collaboration.

Therefore, Global Perspectives develops learners’
ability to think critically about a range of global and
local issues where there is always more than one
viewpoint, or perspective. Learners study topics
they are interested in, and these topics are a vehicle for
developing the skills above - learners are not assessed
on knowledge of these topics.

Topics are wide-reaching, and it is possible for students
to complete five or six topics in a year on things they
enjoy. For example, in Term 1 I chose a topic that
interested all three classes - ‘The Digital World’ - and
each class developed their own project. Year 7 selected
‘Can I be healthy online?’, Year 8 chose ‘Is online
shopping a positive thing?’, whilst Year 9 went with
‘The pros and cons of online gaming’. The skills focus
was ‘communication’ and the end goal was to produce
aninformative booklet communicating their thoughts
and conclusions to atarget audience. There wasaclear
difference in confidence from the first lesson to the
last lesson based on researching the key information,
organising that information into a clear and concise
form, and then delivering sections of their booklet to
the rest of the class.

I also asked the Primary School teachers to feedback
how they have felt about the introduction of GP to the
younger students, and here are some of their responses:

In Term 2, we completed a unit based on
animals in our world. It was great to see
young children enthusiastic about their
learning through asking questions about
an animal of their choice. Questions
included: where do they live? What do
they eat? Why do they have tails? and
then through support from the teacher we
researching the answers. We then linked
this to the GP topic 'looking after our earth'
and how animals rely on habitats such as
rainforests, highlighting what we could
do to help preserve them - ie, not cutting
down trees, not wasting paper, using bins,
recycling etc. Collaboration was the chief
GP skill used here.

Generally, I find Global Perspectives very
similar to how topic was being pushed in
my last school: very skills based (we had
things like analyse, synthesise, present etc.)
and otherwise open-ended. The children
enjoy the fact that they are working in a
way which is quite social (rather than just
working on learning facts for instance)
and some children who may otherwise

NOILlvONa3
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had found the task difficult have been doing
remarkably well.

For instance, in our last topic based on
housing, we finished with small groups
working together to come up with designs
for cold-weather houses. One child, who
was otherwise very quiet during the topic,
came up with a huge range of creative and
practical ideas, which showed how much
of the topic he had taken on board and
considered, even though during most of
it he had been quiet.

The next step for GP is to sorting out the
topics, after this introductory year, across
Primary so that we can have a nice balance
of subjects for the next academic year

We've had a pretty smooth transition
from the knowledge-based learning in
our old General Knowledge curriculum
to the skills-based learning in Global
Perspectives. Although the students are
still learning lots of interesting facts in



their lessons, they've really embraced
the idea that what I'm looking for is their
development in areas such as collaboration,
research, communication, etc. In Term 2
we were learning about India and they
were asked to compare typical Indian
and Russian homes. They all stared at me
blankly when I said I really was not too
concerned what their final product looked
like; what I would be looking at was how
theyworked together as a team. It took them
a few minutes to get going, but in the end
every single student was actively involved
and taking on a specific role in the group.
And thebest part? Their final products are
some of the best work I've seen to date. As
a teacher, I think skills-based learning is
something that has been missing from our
curriculum and I can’t wait to see how it
develops over the next few years.

In the early years it is very
important to give students
hands-on concrete
experiences with any new
concepts before they move
on to more focused paper
based tasks.

Children connect new learning experiences and concepts with previously
learned knowledge. This helps them to build on and extend existing knowledge
and skills and provides the building blocks of future learning.

For measurement we started of with reading familiar fairy tales and discussing
the size of various characters, for example Jack, his mother and the giant
from ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’. From there we moved on to the children
measuring and ordering themselves from shortest to tallest and using the
related vocabulary.

When they displayed a good understanding of how we can use length to order
various objects the students explored how to use various informal units of
measurement to measure and compare different objects. They used informal
‘rulers’ to measure objects of various lengths and practiced starting measuring
at one end of the object and counting until they reached the opposite end.

These activities will form the foundation of the children’s understanding of
measurement and will help them in the future to transfer this understanding
to applying their skills to formal measurement tools and units.

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We conducted some limited research using a specially designed

questionnaire and invited Sixth Form students to comment generally
on the subject of equal access to education around the globe. It was
of interest to us to discover if the opinions of the respondents might
suggest ways to improve the general situation. The questions and
responses of students are listed below.

Why in your opinion might there not be equal opportuni-
ties for people to be educated around the world?

Our students answered that the way different governments design
national educational systems can enable access to education only for
certain sections of the population. These systems can be borrowed
by other governments and even become standard across to wider
territories. Consequently, access to education may depend on the
economic status of the family in a particular country and indeed
on the status of any individual within a family. Not all families can
afford to tuition fees. Another factor mentioned was conflict and war:
during such periods people cannot maintain daily routines and have
to prioritize safety over education.

What role does the quality and experience of the teacher
play in providing access to education?

Much was said about how a teacher needs to be well-educated,
motivated and focused in order to provide high quality education,
tounderstand students better and to share their energy with students.
An emotional component of teaching was thought to have significant
impact on the mood of students. Furthermore, it was thought that
a teacher’s wealth of experience (which may go beyond subject
knowledge) can encourage students to gain a wider perspective on
the world in general.

Do you think there are many countries with a low stan-
dard of living in which financial barriers hinder people
from getting high quality education? If that is happening,
how could the wider international community improve the
circumstances and enable wider access to education for
people from such countries?

The students raised important issues here by identifying and
suggesting solutions to problems which may be rooted in various
aspects of people's lives. One of the major issues they identified is
the exploitation of child labour in low-income countries and it was
suggested that this could be tackled by a range of policies: introducing
new trading practices in those countries, offering scholarships for

fees, educating more teachers to specialize in the area of disadvantage,
developing new technologies and infrastructure. To implement any
or all of the above initiatives what people need is financial support
and well-planned management.

What other factors can you think of which prevent peo-

ple of school age from accessing education around the
world?

Main factors are poverty, lack of interest in education, lack of
perceived need, the necessity to work to provide a means for living,
war and conflict, climate and diseases in the region and the level of
parental education.

If you could change something in the way the world runs,
what would you do to support people around the world
who lack education for any number of reasons? Think of
your community, your city, the country you are living in or
originate from, and of the world as a whole. Please sug-
gest 3 — 5 initiatives you think could help people from dis-
advantaged areas to access good education?

The list of suggestions by respondents was relatively
similar and included: resolving conflicts and ending
wars, building roads and improving infrastructure,
economic development of the country, provision of
quality medical care, building more schools, free
education for low-income families, promoting the
benefits of good education and student exchanges.

To the contributors to this research, we extend our

The term CLIL (Content and Language Integrated
‘Learning) was coined in mid-nineties. This umbrella
term is used to encompass a range of teaching
strategies that focus on language of content delivery.
Research shows the effectiveness of CLIL strategies in
standardised tests as well as in language acquisition.

But what can we do when a student with low English
level joins the class? Time flies by while student is
learning the language, but subject material needs to
be covered too. Here where the theory of multimodality
comes into play. In simple words the theory of
multimodality describes how meaning can be passed
using different modes of communication - textual,
aural, haptic, spatial, and visual. As well as how these
modes work together to communicate the message in
more effective way.

We face the fruits of this theory in our daily life,
a perfect example would be use of an automobile.
Billions of drivers in hundreds of countries that speak
different language look at the same symbols on road
signs, dashboard and car stereo and they all understand
that there is a pedestrian crossing ahead, that you are
running low on fuel and that their iPhone is connected
by Bluetooth.

Same works for Biology lesson. When we use different
modes of communication, be it a text in a coursebook,
teachers voice, VR goggles or tactile sensation of
natural specimen, kids with different learning styles
speaking different languages get a chance to access all
channels of communicating the meaning, bypassing
the language barrier. And our task as teachers of
international school to help students find different
and build new bridges on the way of acquiring the
knowledge and constructing the world around them.
